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27th Medical Group

The mission of the 27th Medical Group is “Military Healthcare” with a goal to provide comprehensive healthcare services that are responsive to our customers’ needs and to ensure a global fit, fighting force.  Its vision for the future is “Always Medically Ready.”  The 27th Medical Group has a robust role in the AF readiness mission.  As part of the Aerospace Expeditionary Force, its members have provided medical support during our recent deployments to Southwest Asia in support of Operations SOUTHERN and NORHTERN WATCH, ENDURING FREEDOM and IRAQI FREEDOM.  In addition, our personnel train and assist Air National Guard and Air Reserve medical forces.
Cannon’s main medical facility was dedicated in 1968 at a cost of $3.5 million by Lt General Kenneth E. Pletcher, the Air Force Surgeon General.  The 832d Medical Group served with the 832d Air Division at Cannon until the Air Division moved to Luke AFB, Arizona, in the early 1970s.  After the 832d Air Division left, the unit became U.S. Air Force Hospital Cannon, under the 27th Tactical Fighter Wing.  This designation lasted until 4 February 1987, when the hospital was officially redesignated the           27th Medical Group.  In 1997, a military construction project encompassing over 144,000 square feet of outpatient clinic space modified and updated the original structure.  In October 1998, the 27th Medical Group outsourced its inpatient services to become a clinic-only facility, providing primary care to eligible beneficiaries.   

As an ambulatory care facility, the 27th Medical Group provides a wide range of services to include:  Family Practice, Pediatrics, Women’s Health, Optometry, Flight Medicine, Allergy/Immunizations, Bioenvironmental Engineering, Life Skills, Family Advocacy, Public Health, Laboratory Services, Pharmacy, Diagnostic Imaging and Physical Therapy.  Dental services are offered to active duty personnel.  The Health and Wellness Center is a stand-alone education center promoting healthy living and opportunities to stay fit.  

The 27th Medical Group serves over 10,300 eligible beneficiaries from the base and surrounding communities.  In an average month, the staff sees over 4,000 outpatient visits, performs 7,000 laboratory tests, fills about 10,000 prescriptions, and provides more than 300 diagnostic imaging examinations.

The 27th Medical Group’s logo is “Monstrat Viam” – “We Show the Way.”
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
