Four premier fighter squadrons make their home at the 27th Fighter Wing. The 522nd Fighter Squadron, 523rd Fighter Squadron, 524th Fighter Squadron and the 428th Fighter Squadron.


The primary mission of the Fighter Squadrons is to maintain the continuous ability to rapidly deploy and support unified commanders worldwide with day or night F-16 combat operations. 


The 522nd Fighter Squadron is known as the “Fireballs” whose primary mission is to maintain the continuous ability to rapidly deploy and support unified commanders worldwide with day or night F-16 combat operations.  Additionally, the unit mission includes the ability to decisively employ the F-16 throughout the entire spectrum of offensive and defensive missions including interdiction, close air support, strategic attack, and counter air through the employment of conventional, precision guided, and nuclear weapons.

     
The 523rd Fighter Squadron is known as the”Crusaders” whose primary mission is to maintain a continuous ability to rapidly deploy and support unified commanders worldwide with day or night F-16C combat operations.  They are committed to decisively employing the F-16C throughout the entire spectrum of offensive and defensive missions, including interdiction, close air support, strategic attack and counter-air, through employing a wide variety of conventional, precision guided and nuclear weapons.


The 524th Fighter Squadron is known as the “Hounds of Heaven” whose primary mission is to deploy quickly in order to support unified commanders worldwide with day or night F-16 combat operations.  The squadron is prepared to deploy at a moment’s notice to any location to employ the F-16’s offensive and defensive systems and the LANTIRN infrared target tracker and laser designator to deliver a wide spectrum of conventional, precision-guided, and nuclear weapons.  The “Hounds” train constantly to support Air Combat Command’s larger mission of global power.


The 428th Fighter Squadron, also known as the “Buccaneers” is a hybrid United States Air Force and Republic of Singapore Air Force F-16C/D fighter squadron manned by RSAF personnel and highly experienced USAF instructor pilots, maintenance and support personnel.  The squadron conducts continuation training in rapid deployment and tactical employment of the F-16C/D throughout a wide spectrum of missions, including air-to-air and air-to-ground weapons delivery.  The squadron operates under the foreign military sales designation of PEACE CARVIN III.
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
