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27th Maintenance Group 

The 27th Maintenance Group (MXG) at Cannon Air Force Base, New Mexico, is composed of the 27th Aircraft Maintenance Squadron, 27th Component Maintenance Squadron, 27th Equipment Maintenance Squadron, and the 27th Maintenance Operations Squadron.   There are approximately 1,800 personnel assigned to the group.

The MXG vision of “The Power in Airpower!” is accomplished daily through innovation, teamwork, integrity, and professionalism.  27 MXG supports the 78 F-16 aircraft of the 27th Fighter Wing (FW) through integrated maintenance support of three combat-ready fighter squadrons and one PEACE CARVIN III squadron.  27 MXG maintains weapon systems, equipment, and vehicles; sustains combat readiness; manages maintenance resources; and provides maintenance services.  Most importantly they prepare, support, and execute contin-gency plans for worldwide mobilization, deployment, and employment of wing aircraft.  

The 27th Aircraft Maintenance Squadron (AMXS) provides flight line maintenance for the wing.  The squadron consists of four aircraft maintenance units directly supporting three USAF and one Republic of Singapore fighter squadron.  Performs on-aircraft maintenance and repair including generation, inspection and weapons loading.  Deploys worldwide in two Aerospace Expedition-ary Forces, Aerospace Expeditionary Wing A and supports defense of Singapore.
The 27th Component Maintenance Squadron (CMS) provides intermediate level maintenance for propulsion systems, avionics, and airframe accessory sub-systems for assigned F-16 aircraft.  27 CRS also oversees test measurement and diagnostic equipment services for wing and regional customers, supports daily aircraft sorties, deployments and prepares and executes contingency plans for multiple theaters in support of the wing’s expeditionary aerospace power. 

The 27th Equipment Maintenance Squadron (EMS) supports the wing with on- and off-equipment maintenance.  Ensures aerospace ground equipment readiness.  Manages aircraft corrosion/paint program.  Maintains training/live conventional munitions and their suspension and launch systems.  Performs aircraft structural repair and fabricates parts.  Performs all wing aircraft phase inspections.  Deploys worldwide for Expeditionary Aerospace Force and operational plans taskings.

The 27th Maintenance Operations Squadron (MOS) is responsible for balancing fleet health issues with sortie production for the wing.  Coordinates and monitors all maintenance activities and maintains 27 FW aircraft status.  Develops, schedules and provides maintenance training for all MXG personnel.  Financial, manning and facilities manager for 27 MXG.
