Q: The complainant states that bus(es) running from Chavez West to Ranchvale are at capacity, And there are four children sharing one seat. Why, she asked, was a second bus cut from the route and why must four children share a seat?  

A: Thank you for bringing this to my attention.  You're right--Clovis Municipal Schools (CMS) originally dropped a bus from the Chavez-Ranchvale route due to a drop in Ranchvale student population.  However, when the school year began last month, it saw a substantial increase in its enrollment, slightly higher than had been projected.

We contacted the school’s administration. They are aware of the problem and working toward a solution.  They did in fact have 4 students sharing one of the busses seats so the Deputy Superintendent for Operations immediately replaced the 66-passenger bus with  a 72-passenger bus to alleviate the safety issue this presented.  They are also in the process of adding another bus to the route to accommodate the continuing influx of students as Cannon’s population continues to grow.  In order to add the bus, they have to hire an additional bus driver. CMS expects to have the driver in place and the additional Chavez-Ranchvale bus in service by Sept. 29.
